FIRST LESSON - Job 38:1-11 

1
 Then the Lord spoke to Job out of the storm. He said: 2 “Who is this that 

obscures my plans with words without knowledge? 3 Brace yourself like a 

man; I will question you, and you shall answer me. 4 “Where were you when 

I laid the earth’s foundation? Tell me, if you understand. 5 Who marked off 

its dimensions? Surely you know! Who stretched a measuring line across it? 
6 On what were its footings set, or who laid its cornerstone—7 while the 

morning stars sang together and all the angels shouted for joy? 8 “Who shut 

up the sea behind doors when it burst forth from the womb, 9 when I made 

the clouds its garment and wrapped it in thick darkness, 10 when I fixed limits 

for it and set its doors and bars in place, 11 when I said, ‘This far you may 

come and no farther; here is where your proud waves halt’?

SECOND LESSON - 2 Corinthians 5:14-21 

14 For Christ’s love compels us, because we are convinced that one died for 

all, and therefore all died. 15 And he died for all, that those who live should no 

longer live for themselves but for him who died for them and was raised 

again. 

16 So from now on we regard no one from a worldly point of view. Though 

we once regarded Christ in this way, we do so no longer. 17 Therefore, if 

anyone is in Christ, the new creation has come: The old has gone, the new is 

here! 18 All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and 

gave us the ministry of reconciliation: 19 that God was reconciling the world 

to himself in Christ, not counting people’s sins against them. And he has 

committed to us the message of reconciliation. 20 We are therefore Christ’s 

ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore 

you on Christ’s behalf: Be reconciled to God. 21 God made him who had no 

sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of 

God. 

VERSE OF THE DAY - Galatians 4:6 

Alleluia. Because we are his children, God has sent the Spirit of his Son into 

our hearts, crying, “Abba” Father!” Alleluia. 

GOSPEL - Luke 6:36-42 

36 Be merciful, just as your Father is merciful. 37 “Do not judge, and you will 

not be judged. Do not condemn, and you will not be condemned. Forgive, 

and you will be forgiven. 38 Give, and it will be given to you. A good 

measure, pressed down, shaken together and running over, will be poured 

into your lap. For with the measure you use, it will be measured to you.” 

39 He also told them this parable: “Can the blind lead the blind? Will they not 

both fall into a pit? 40 The student is not above the teacher, but everyone who 

is fully trained will be like their teacher. 

41 “Why do you look at the speck of sawdust in your brother’s eye and pay no 

attention to the plank in your own eye? 42 How can you say to your brother, 

‘Brother, let me take the speck out of your eye,’ when you yourself fail to 

see the plank in your own eye? You hypocrite, first take the plank out of 

your eye, and then you will see clearly to remove the speck from your 

brother’s eye.
